The Service members will be our Special Guests for a VIP treatment extravaganza planned for Solomon Island, Maryland October 2009.
We envision a weekend of activities and events in Solomon’s Island, MD honoring the current and past  'Wounded Warriors' from Walter Reed (and Bethesda Naval Hospital) Events would include free access to the Patuxent River NAS Recreation Center, a 5K Race including wheel chair racers, chartered fishing trips aboard commercial and private fishing boats, sea food feat, music, MWR activities, festive style cooking including fried fish, chicken, oysters, and fresh produce, rides and cruises aboard privately owned power cruisers, boats, sailing vessels, free dining and free room and board at local hotels/motels, free entry and VIP treatment at the Calvert Marine Museum, and hopefully more.  We expect that this will be embraced and supported by local businesses, organizations and activities in Calvert and St. Mary's Counties and likely by the Commands and Activities and Patuxent River NAS.  We also expect that companies and enterprises like Northrop Grumman, Bank of America, the Chamber of Commerce, Yachting centers and clubs, the Southern Maryland Sailing Association, and local restaurant owners will sponsor and donate resources to the event.  We will require transportation and will check with Keller and the County services as well as with Pax River NAS to determine what is feasible.
